STRUCTURE OF THE COURSE LEVELS
Levels 1–10 follow a common four-part structure. 

Complete each section in the order in which it appears, starting 
with the Introduction and ending with the Self Check exercises.

The first 2 units are centered 
around a video story. 

The third unit practices reading, listening 
and writing with a variety of exercises.

The fourth activity is a progress test.

The video units are divided into five sections, with subsections underneath each tab. 

Each unit begins with an introduction from Annabel – a virtual learning avatar who 
introduces each unit and provides instruction and guidance throughout the program, 
creating a teacher-led experience within the self-paced online platform.
