La
estructura es: sujeto + should + infinitivo del verbo
principal. La forma es la misma para todas las personas.
En espafiol, equivale a la estructura ‘deberia hacer algo’.

You should buy a new car.
Deberias comprarte un coche nuevo.

He should look for a new job.
Deberfa buscar otro trabajo.

iOJO! Observa que entre should y el verbo principal
nunca se coloca to.
