(prometer) se pueden utilizar para contar en estilo indirecto
lo que alguien ha dicho. Estos verbos se conocen como
reporting verbs y suelen ir seguidos de un infinitivo con to.

(convencer), order (ordenar) y warn (advertir) también se
emplean como reporting verbs para contar lo que alguien
ha dicho.
