Las defining relative clauses son subordinadas
introducidas por pronombres relativos, como who,
which o that, que aportan informacion esencial sobre la
persona, animal o cosa a la que hacen referencia. That
puede intercambiarse con who y con which, aunque
that es méas habitual en el inglés hablado.
